Process for creating a Co-ordinated Support Plan

ASL Co-ordination Panel nominates local authority officer to
coordinate drafting of CSP (16 weeks).
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In consultation with parents, young people/children, ASL Panel and
other professionals, local authority officer prepares a draft plan.
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Meetings convened by the education authority officer, if required, to
discuss and amend the draft.
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On the basis of consultation with all parties, a final draft plan is
prepared and forwarded to all parties for comment.
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Designated officer liaises with other managers, e.g. health/social
work services.

Plan reviewed by panel and signed by the authority.

Copy sent to parents/young person; relevant parts issued to all
other participants.

Parents and young person notified about rights to refer for review
by Additional Support Needs Tribunal.
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Co-ordinator appointed if not already in place.
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School staff, others named in the plan as providing support and the
co-ordinator monitor progress until next formal review.
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
