Deerness Community Centre Association — Proposed Upgrading of Deerness Hall

After consideration of a report by the Executive Director of Development and
Infrastructure, copies of which had been circulated, and after hearing a report from Jordan
Low, Economic Development Officer, the Sub-committee:

Noted:

1.1. That Deerness Community Centre Association had applied for financial assistance
from the Community Development Fund towards upgrading Deerness Hall, at a total
estimated eligible cost of £208,124.

1.2. That the project, referred to at paragraph 1.1 above, comprised extending the hall to
include a permanent stage, creating a multi-purpose room with a disabled lift to the stage,
improvements to lighting and heating and additional toilet and shower facilities.
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1.3. That Deerness Community Centre Association was contributing £10,384 of its own
resources towards the project.

1.4. That, as Deerness Community Centre Association currently owned, managed and
maintained the hall facilities and surrounding grounds, the Council would not be required
to carry out any repairs or maintenance to the proposed refurbished hall.

1.5. That Deerness Community Centre Association had secured match funding of £4,367
from St Andrews and Deerness Community Council towards the project.

1.6. That Deerness Community Centre Association had applied for match funding towards
the project, as follows:

e £5,809 from The Robertson Trust.
e £87,564 from Orkney LEADER Programme 2014 to 2020.

funding package being secured to enable the project to be completed.

Sandwick Community Association — Proposed Upgrading of Sandwick Community
Centre

After consideration of a report by the Executive Director of Development and
Infrastructure, copies of which had been circulated, and after hearing a report from
Alister Brown, Economic Development Officer, the Sub-committee:
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Noted:

2.1. That Sandwick Community Association had applied for financial assistance from the
Community Development Fund towards upgrading Sandwick Community Centre, at a total
estimated eligible cost of £96,266.

2.2. That the project, referred to at paragraph 2.1 above, included moving and upgrading
the kitchen facilities, additional storage facilities and improvements to the main entrance,
insulation and heating systems.

2.3. That Sandwick Community Association was contributing £4,814 of its own resources
towards the project.

2.4. That, as Sandwick Community Association already owned, managed and maintained
the Centre facilities, the Council would not be required to carry out any repairs or
maintenance to the proposed development.
