3. Background
3.1

The Corporate Asset Management Plan 2019 to 2023 takes account of guidance
produced by the Chartered Institute of Public Finance and Accountancy and has
streamlined the suggested framework to incorporate and complement the existing
Capital Project Appraisal system.
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3.2.

The Corporate Asset Management Plan summarises the Council’'s aims and
objectives for its assets to ensure that they are used in an effective and efficient
manner. This has been further supplemented by the Property Asset Management
Plan approved on 10 December 2019.

3.3.

The purpose of this report is to present an overview or summary of the expenditure
incurred as at 30 June 2022 to allow members the opportunity to scrutinise the
spending levels against approved budgets and gauge the extent to which the
Council’s assets are routinely being maintained and replaced.

4. Maintenance Requirements

4.1.

A rolling multi-year maintenance plan is being developed by the Harbour Authority to
ensure that all maintenance items are attended to on a planned basis.

4.2.

In agreeing to this change in approach it was accepted that there would be an initial
requirement to catch up with some outstanding maintenance issues.

4.3.

At its meeting held on 31 January 2017, the Harbour Authority Sub-committee
recommended that contributions from the operations of the respective Harbour
trading activities be made, on an annual basis, to the Repairs and Renewals Fund to
support development of a long-term Property, Plant and Equipment Maintenance

Programme.
