To receive the following Notice of Motion:

“Currently the Council is required under the terms of the Local Government
(Scotland) Act 1973 to have three religious representatives on any committee
established by the Council to discharge their responsibilities as an education
authority.

In the case of Orkney Islands Council this is the Education, Leisure and Housing
Committee. Section 124 of the Local Government (Scotland) Act 1973 sets out
that, in the case of Orkney Islands Council, the three religious representatives
shall comprise: one representative of the Church of Scotland, nominated in such
manner as may be determined by the Church; and two persons, in the selectin of
whom, the Council is required to have regard (taking account of the
representation of the Church of Scotland) to the comparative strength of all the
churches and denominational bodies having duly constituted charges or other
regularly appointed places of worship within Orkney.

A Scottish Government spokesperson has since clarified the Scottish
Government’s interpretation of the Local Government (Scotland) Act 1973 in
recent press articles where they state, “where an education authority appoints a
committee to discharge their functions, the Local Government (Scotland) Act
1973 requires councils to appoint members to that committee, including religious
representatives.” They go on to state “voting rights on committees are a matter
for each local authority”.

Proposed Changes

In line with the above clarification statement by the Scottish Government, the
following is proposed:

That the Council agrees to amend the Scheme of Administration to agree that
only elected members of the Council with a mandate from the electorate should
be allowed to vote on the Education, Leisure and Housing Committee.
