all children and young people - personal learning planning (plp): 
the process of engaging parents, learners and professions in a dialogue 

about learning and teaching; key aspects include: teacher pupil interaction, 
self and peer assessment, sharing learning intentions, sharing success 

criteria  giving and receiving feedback reflecting on evidence of learning 
 
 

some children and young people - individualised education programme (iep) 
the approach to creating detailed planning/target setting in one or more 

areas; used when there is a need for substantial adaptation of curriculum, 
learning and teaching approaches, resources or staff deployment 

 
 

very few children and young people - co-ordinated support plan (csp) 
the approach to creating detailed planning/target setting in one or more 

areas; used when support needs are enduring and complex and the work of 
more than one agency needs to be co-ordinated to achieve outcome; will 

usually be used in conjunction with an iep
