1. Review of Licensing Fees

Councillor Robin W Crichton declared a financial interest in this item, being the holder of a
taxi driver’s licence, but concluded that his interest did not preclude his involvement in the
discussion.

After consideration of a joint report by the Executive Director of Corporate Services and
the Executive Director of Development and Infrastructure, copies of which had been
circulated, and after hearing a report from the Head of Legal Services, the Committee:
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Noted:

1.1. That, on 25 February 2020, when considering the revenue budget for 2020 to 2021,
the Policy and Resources Committee recommended that Executive Directors should
review and increase existing charges by a minimum of 3%, from 1 April 2020, if possible to
do so, or as early as possible thereafter, with exceptions, where alternative arrangements
were required.

1.2. That the exceptions to increasing existing charges by a minimum of 3%, from 1 April
2020, included licensing fees.

1.3. That a comparison of fees charged by the Council with fees charged for similar types
of licences or approvals by other local authorities in the north of Scotland had been
undertaken, with the outcome detailed in Appendix 1 to the joint report by the Executive
Director of Corporate Services and the Executive Director of Development and
Infrastructure.

1.4. The proposal that, where the Council had discretion, licensing fees be increased by a
minimum of 3% with effect from 1 April 2020, in accordance with the guidance outlined in
section 4 of the joint report by the Executive Director of Corporate Services and the
Executive Director of Development and Infrastructure.

The Committee resolved, in terms of delegated powers:

1.5. That, where the Council had discretion, with effect from 1 April 2020, licensing fees be
increased by a minimum of 3%, resulting in the fee levels detailed in Appendix 1 to this
Minute.

2. Review of Fares and Charges

Taxi Services on Mainland Area of Orkney

of a taxi driver’s licence, but concluded that his interest did not preclude his involvement in
the discussion.

2.2. That the statutory consultation process was undertaken during the period 9 January to
10 February 2020, when the public were requested to submit representations in respect of
the proposed scales, referred to above.

2.3. That no representations were received from the public.

2.4. That the new scales, for maximum fares and charges for all taxi services within the
mainland area of Orkney, including the linked south isles, attached as Appendix 2 to this
Minute, which were the same as the current scales, be approved.

2.5. That the scales, referred to above, should take effect from 1 May 2020.

In addition, provision has been made for a supplementary booking charge of up to a
maximum of £20.00 to compensate for the cost of the outward journey for hires
which commence 3 miles or more away from the taxi or taxi base (whichever is the
nearer) and the customer wishes to travel further away. This charge may only be
demanded if the customer is informed of the amount of the charge at the time of
booking.

When a taxi (or a private hire car fitted with a taxi meter) is called but not used, a
charge shall be allowed as if it had been occupied from the time it left the stance or
garage.

Car Fouling.

Maximum of £120.00 payable by an offending passenger, where a vehicle requires
to be removed from service for cleaning in order for it to be restored to a usable state
and condition.

Touring Rate.

Vehicles licensed to carry up to 4 passengers — minimum charge of £40.00.

Vehicles licensed to carry more than 4 passengers (maximum of 8 passengers) —
minimum charge of £60.00.
