Exemptions include: 

1. Audition. 

2. School production. 

3. Body of Persons 
Approval granted. 

4. A performance which 
would have required a 
licence but is exempt 
under s37 of the Children 
and Young Person Act 
1963 because: 

a) No payment is 
received (apart from 
expenses) and, 

b) Child not required to 
be absent from school 
or, 

c) Has not taken part in 
a licensable 
performance on more 
than 3 days in the 
past 6 months.

All restrictions and requirements under 
the 2014 regulations must be 
considered by the local authority when 
granting a licence.
